0 SHORT HISTORY 
 

This part of the fiscal philately will show examples and ways of using revenues used at Crete during the short period 
in which Crete knew many forms of supervision. Until 1897; Crete was under Turkish domination since 1669 and 
adhesive Ottoman revenues were used from 1875 under Law 1873 (November 30th 1290) and 1882.  In 1896, Greece 
got at war with Turkey and landed on Crete soil. The strong European powers intervened and after an escalation they 
landed on Crete soil on February 3rd 1897 and forced the Ottoman troops to leave and divided the island in four 
sectors: Italy: XANIA; Russia: RETHYMNON; Britain: HERAKLION and France: LASSITHI. So far only the 
Russian and British district had their own revenues for a few months. The use of Ottoman revenues continued but got 
out of use in 1898. After the arrival on December 9st 1898, Prince George arrived as High Commissioner. The 4 
protecting powers declared Crete an Autonomous State starting with the issue of Provisionals and adopted the 
previous revenue laws. There is however an example used before December 9th 1898. The Provisionals are found in 
several types from December 1898 in all sectors except the Russian sector; who have used the military issues. Many 
series and issues followed and revenue laws were altered from 1902 until Crete was added to Greece on May 30th  1913 
by the Treaty of London and the Treaty between Turkey and Greece (November 1st 1913). For a better description, I 
used the works of McDonald (1999); Barefoot (2002) ; Feenstra and Friends (2001); and the  Cretan Bank book 
(1996).   Extra info about usage was found in several sources mentioned on the pages. There were several discoveries 
reported to William McDonald ; Barefoot; The Dutch stamp Society for Greece “Hermes” ; The Dutch revenue 
journal ”‘t Cleyn Segel” or even first shown. The collection was put together, starting with the regular issues; followed 
by telegraph ; maritime or even postal use ; available errors ; forgeries or unusual facts and if available example(s) on 
document(s). The summary of the exhibition is as shown below.
