The Byzantine iliustrated book first appeared in the 5th
and 6th centuries, but its origin should be sought in the
Hellenistic Oriental world. The most important text of this
period was the Bible. The vellum manuscripts, sometimes
purple, were copiously illustrated with miniatures influenced
by the classical tradition.

During the Iconcoclastic peried (7th-9th cen.} artistic
production was interrupted, but in the 10th through the 12th
centuries it increased and achieved its zenith. The ateliers of
the great monastic centres of Constantinople and elsewhere
(Athos Sinai) produced luxurious illuminated manuscripts.
There was a distinct preference for the illustration of liturgical
books, especially Lectionaries. The miniatures and other il-
luminations {Evangelists, canon-tables, headpieces, initials)
wera exacuted in a variety of vivid colours on a brilliant gold
ground. In the 10th and 11th centuries the figures were in-
fluenced by the Hellenistic tradition, while in the 12th century
they took on a strongly hieratic character. From the end of the
12th century and throughout all of the 13th a new «dynamic»

From the end of the
12th century and throughout all of the 13th a new «dynamic»

style, full of movement, appeared. In the following period, the
14th century, the classical tradition was revived and the
miniatures followed the new trend. From the end of the 14th
century, the artistic quality began to fall into decline.

A great number of sumptuous, illuminated manuscripts are
preserved in libraries all over the world and in Greek
monasteries (Athos, Sinai, Patmos, Meteora). The National
Library of Greece has in its possession a very important
collection of brilliant manuscripts, and a small selection of
their miniatures are represented in this stamp set.

Das byzantinische illustrierte Buch hat seinen Ursprung in
der hellenistischen Welt des Orients und erscheint im 5.-6.

Jhd. Der beliebteste illustrierte Text dieser Periode war die
Bibel. Die Handschriften auf Pergament oftmals purpurn
geférbt, wurden mit zahlreichen, von der klassischen Tradi-
tion beeinfluRten Miniaturen illustriert. Von diesen kostbaren
Handschriften sind noch ziemlich viele erhalten.

Wiéhrend des lkonensteits im 7.-9. Jhd. wird die
kiinstlerische Produktion verhindert, erreicht aber im 10.-12.
Jhd eine hohe Blite. In den Schreibstuben der groRen
Klosterzentren in Konstantinopel und anderswo (auf Athos
und Sinai) entstehen prachtvolle Handschriften. Besonders
beliebt sind liturgische Texte, vor allem die Lectionare. Die
Miniaturen und anderen Verzierungen (Evangelisten, Kanon-
tafeln, Titelbalken, Initialen) sind in lebhaften Farben auf
leuchtendem Goldgrund gemalt. Wéahrend die Figuren im 10.
und 11. Jhd. von der hellenistischen Tradition beeinfluBt sind,
nehmen sie im 12. Jhd. einen stark hieratischen Charakter an.
Vom Ende des 12. und das ganze 13. Jhd. hindurch werden
die Formen lebhafter, bewegter. Im 14. Jhd. wird die
klassische Tradition erneuert und die Miniaturen folgen der
neuen Entwicklung. Gegen Ende des 14. Jhd. vermindert sich
die kinstllerische Qualitdt und der Niedergang beginnt.

Zahlreiche herrlich illustrierte Handschriften befinden sich
in Bibliotheken auf der ganzen Welt und in den Kléstern (auf
Berg Athos, auf Sinai, Patmos und Meteora). Besonders
wertvoll ist die Sammlung in der griechischen
Nationalbibliothek, aus welcher auf den Briefmarken eine
kleine Auswahl gebracht wird.
