In lieu of an introduction

A friend from the Philatelic forum?, of
which | am also a member, encouraged
me to put together a study of the Athens 30
lepta stamps. Having at my disposal only
the Entire Letters (EL) to the well-known
Vlassopoulos merchants of the 19th cen-
tury in Trieste, as well as a little over 200
30 lepta stamps, | thought that it would be
impossible. However, | knew that no one
in the past had researched this issue, with
the exception of a few simple descriptions
or the listing of the plate flaws. So, | made
a bet with myself that | could make such a
study a reality.

Knowing that the material is cheap |
managed in a very short space of time to
possess a few hundreds of copies, includ-
ing some plate flaws. Meanwhile, | had
the chance to examine another equivalent
number of these Athens LHH in the pos-
session of the members of the forum, plus
some entire letters from photos. The bet |
had made with myself began to take form.
The study got underway with good omens.

Soon, | owned some more ELs with the
30 leptas. Now | could make a new start.
Reading the bibliography, although insuffi-
cient and not comprehensive, | reached the
point of being able to decipher some of the
secrets of this forgotten issue.

The Athens Issue 1876-1877 30 lepta

The Paris issue of the 30 and 60 lepta
stamps was succeeded by another is-
sue printed in Athens between 1876 and
1877, once the plates and the 500 sheets
of stamps of each value had been deliv-
ered?. The day their production began is
naturally completely unknown, but it must
have started immediately after the delivery
of the plates to Athens. This printing may
possibly have taken place a little before the
issuing of the 20 lepta of the period 1875-
1880 (Hellas 51a with earlier date ?.6.76
and Hellas 51b with earlier date 25.8.76, or
in between these two printings).

The stamps of this issue are character-
ised by their unsuccessful printing and the
usage of the cream or yellowish paper of
inferior quality. The printing of the majority
of the stamps is heavy and lacks skill, but
there are some copies that really stand out
as being of very good quality.

For the 30 lepta stamps that are the sub-
jects of this study, the earliest known date
of use was 31 July 1876, first announced

by Kohl (Argyropoulos). It was adopted by
Constantinides, Naltsas and Karamitsos. In
my collection, | had one copy dated 8 Au-
gust 1876 (fig. 1), i.e. of the first few days of
the circulation of the 30 leptas. Lately, three
more copies were added to my collection
with dates even older than the previously
established as Kohl's earliest date of use
(31 July). The two of the three copies are
olive-brown (Hellas 45a) dated 8 July 18763
(fig. 1a) and 9 July 1876 respectively. The
third one is a red-brown (Hellas 45e) which
bears the date 19 July 1876 (fig. 1b). All
three stamps bear the cancellation of the
post office of Syra (no. 67).

So, we can conclude that the usage
of the Athens 30 lepta stamps began two
months after the circulation of the Paris is-
sue?.

As for the red-brown copies, for which
the earliest date of usage was considered to
be in 1877 or even 1878, we can now con-
clude that they were not first used so late
and their date of circulation is very close to
that of their olive-brown counterparts. There

must have been a small delay between the
two colours of the 30 lepta stamps, but in
reality the difference between the release
dates of these two shades is only 11 days
or even less.

According to L. Basel and P. L. Pember-
ton, during this period (1876-1877) there
were three printings (A): September 1876,
a date since proven to be wrong; (B): 1876,
with no reference to month; and (C): 1878,
with no reference to month®. In my opinion
the suggested date of the third printing (C)
is too late.

The printing method used was the “soft
method” and sometimes we can find very
fine to artistic copies (fig. 2b, 9), very close
to that of the Paris print (fig. 2a), but differ-
ing in the rendering of the broken lines of

the shading of the cheek, of the eyebrow
and the inner line of the rim of the hat. In
general, the printing is heavier and over-
inked, to the point that the stamps look like
the stamps which preceded them and those
belonging to the later periods (1875-1880
and 1880-1886). Sometimes, the printing

is so heavily inked that the design of the
Hermes head is lost within the medallion
(fig. 2c).

General characteristics

The favoured method, as with most of
the previous Athens printings, was the “soft
method”, using a felt under the sheets of
paper to be printed instead of découpage,
which was preferred by the French and
other European print shops. The relief, like
in the previous printings, can be seen on
the white areas of the face of the stamp,
more on the triangle of the neck and less
on the cheek, nose and forehead and even
in the smaller white areas of the stamp. An-
other indication of the poor printing is the
frequent appearance of ink trace, smaller
or bigger than the area of the cheekbone
and beneath the eye (fig. 6b). This reminds
us strongly of the same ink trace of the 80
lepta of the period 1864-1866, but the dif-
ference here is that ink trace on the cheek-
bone is so frequent that a certain position
cannot be confirmed.

Furthermore, because of the soft meth-
od and the bad quality or damage of the
felt, on many stamps of the Athenian print-
ings we can see a quadrille background.
The quadrille background sometimes is
horizontal-vertical and sometimes oblique.
The quadrille background (fig. 3) some-
times can be seen all over the medallion,
but there are cases where it can be seen
only in half of the medallion or even in one
quarter. This fact tells us that the felt was
placed under different pressure and that
is the reason for this diversity in the qua-
drille background. The appearance of the
quadrille background as was cited by other
researchers can be seen in the last two is-
sues (1875-1880 and 1880-1886)°.

With regards to the details of the print-
ings we can observe that:

1. The medallion, except in the cases
where it is over-inked and merges with the
central design, is full of small white spots.
Because of the bad quality of the ink, which
is used during this period, and which is
water-diluted or flaxseed-diluted, there is a

our in many cases is grooved, or cracked.
2. The shading lines are continuous,
without spotted ends, as is usual on the
Athens printings, a fact that is due to either
a missing or a bad quality découpage, and
the usage of felt under the sheets of paper.
Sometimes the shading lines are not con-
tinuous, but always close to the ear area.
The lines, except in some copies, are full-
bodied, without a pointed end and very of-
ten appear “dirty” because of ink stains. In
the nape area because of the ink stains the
design merges with the medallion (fig. 2c,
15). There are some cases, probably from
different positions on the plate, where the
first shading line under the ear is broken,
or in some other cases the first 2-5 shad-
ing lines under the ear lobe are broken too.
The latter appear only in fine copies.
Finally, on some stamps, the first shad-
ing lines under the hair curl in front of the
ear are a little bit shorter giving the impres-
sion of a ‘“lightly shaven Hermes”. This
happens because in some other copies the
first three lines under the curl are a little
bit longer than those on a “lightly shaven
Hermes” (fig. 4). When the lines are shorter

the end of Hermes’ beard appears more
sloping than in the case with the longer
shading lines, where the beard appears to
curve outwards.

3. The corners with the wavy lines and
the dots in between appear to merge and in
most of the copies, the dots become part of
the lines, which make the corners look like
a honeycomb. At the same time, there are
many ink-spots in the corners. We can also
see oxidised corners because of the bad
inking of the plates.

4. The eyebrow-line of Hermes is al-
ways continuous and if it is not, then it can
be considered accidental.

5. The inner rim-line of the brim of the
hat is always continuous.

6. The florets, in over 50% of cases, are
over-inked and merge partially or in whole
with the frame around it, or in the best of
the cases they look smaller and/or the cen-

7. The same happens to the maeander
area. The over-inking covers big parts of the
design, which make them appear “dirty”.

8. In the inscription areas, in the up-
per and lower part of the stamp, we can
see again that because of the over-inking
the dots between the lettering might disap-
pear. The same happens many times with
the letters too. In the latter case, the letter
“E” of the word “EAA”, the “I"” of the word
“‘'PAMM?” in the upper inscription are usu-
ally missing partially or completely, whilst

from the lower inscription any of the letters
but most commonly the letters “E” and “T”
are missing. In the lower inscription, one of
the digits of the value is missing partially
or completely, usually the “3” of the right
side of “30”. Finally, because of the poor
spreading of the ink on the plate, it is usual
to see double or even triple dots between
the letters and the values of the inscrip-
tions. If somebody can identify the exact
position of the flaws then they will become
instantly plate flaws.

9. On many copies in my collection, and
also from studying photos from auctions and

in the right-hand “3” digit of the value “30”
in the lower inscription. The upper horizon-
tal line of this “3” is longer than that of the
left-hand “3” and the oblique line is or ap-
pears shorter causing the look of a “short-
er” (smaller) digit (fig. 5, 7, 13a), although it
is not. | found that the same appears in the
“Céres” stamp of the years 1872-1875 with
the large digits (Scott #62).

10. The lines of the outer frame are usu-
ally clearly printed. Over the period of the
printings of the 30 lepta stamps, as we can
notice, because of the negligence of the
print house’s workers and the over-inking,
the ink spread over the lines of the outer
frame causing it to merge with the stamp’s
margin. Later, with the dark brown 30 lepta
we can see broken outer frame-lines or
even none at all. We should notice that the
distance between the inner frame and the
outer frame lines of the stamp is bigger. So,
the commonly 0.7 mm distance becomes
1.1 mm. this fact produces a more intense
appearance of the head of Hermes!

An example of this bad implementation
and of the large number of faults during the
printing of the Athens issues is the appear-
ance of some errors, beyond the poor print-
ings due to over-inking, like in the stamp of
fig. 6. where we see a light-double printing
of the upper and lower border line. This oc-
curs either because the sheet touched the
printing plate for a second time or because
of the poor inking of the plate, the worker
tried to re-print the sheet. Another reason
might be the intense pressure of the press-
ing machine during the printing of the sheet,
something that had caused the coarse
printing of the years 1861-62. Of course
this can be proven if enough such 30 lepta
double-printed stamps appear, something
which so far has not been possible.

In most cases the 30 lepta stamps, as
with the corresponding 60 lepta stamps,
have wider borders than the other LHH
stamps. This happened during the making of
the separate plates (3x5) which made up the
whole plate of the 300 stamps. As a result

the LHH stamps after 1861, as of 1876 in-
creased to almost 3 mm, specifically 2.8
mm. Because of that reason, there are usu-
ally larger borders on the stamps when cut.
Furthermore, in almost all the cases of
marginal stamps we can notice a second
line, at a distance of almost 1.4 mm from
the outer frame of the stamp, surrounding
each plate of the 150 stamps. This line | call
“BORDER FRAME-LINE?” (fig. 7a, b, c) or, as
it was earlier known, “the Gianniotis lines””.

was placed side by side in the
printing press, which creates a
raised area and in most cases
is visible on the peripheral
stamps of the two plates of 150
stamps. This “Border Frame-
Line” can be observed even on
some of the Paris print stamps,
when the pressure on them was
softer than usual (fig. 7d).

As we know the production
of the individual cliché of 15
copies was made by galvano-
plasty. The galvanoplasty meth-
od allows us to easily generate
multiple copies in conductive
material. Thus, after producing
the first matrix of 15 (3x5), and

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unlike the hitherto prevailing opinion’ that
all the matrix clichés were produced from
the first cliché and afterwards were assem-
bled together in 15s, a method which I think
is time-consuming and unconventional, |
believe that once the first matrix of 15 in-
dividual clichés was produced and stuck
together, next it was used for the production
of the rest. The similarity, without any exclu-
sive flaws, between the clichés leads me to
this conclusion. The reproduction, the fre-
quency of the “Border Frame-Line”, internal
or external, and the similarity of the clichés
of every 15 stamps support this opinion.
Another element of this border frame-
line is that in the junction of the peripheral
dies a splinter of colour is created which
marks the ends of each stamp-die. On the
peripheral stamps these splinters are con-
nected to the border frame-line, since in the
inner copies, but not always, the splinter
can be seen alone horizontally or vertically,
showing sometimes as a upside down “T”
or a right angle facing left or right (fig. 21)8.
This splinter determines the middle of the
distance of 2.8 mm between two stamps.

Colours and shades
During the previous century, some re-
searchers compiled detailed descriptions
of the colours of the 30 lepta stamps, (fig.
8) but this most probably added to the col-
lectors’ confusion. For that reason, some
of the later researchers tried to unite some
of these categories of colours to create an
easier classification. The colours recog-
nised today are the following:
a.Olive-brown, and shades (He. 45a, VI.
59)°;

b.Brown and shades (He. 45b, VI. 59¢(?),
Sc. 51);

c. Brown to deep brown on yellowish paper
(He. 45c¢, VI. 59a);

d.Sepia (He. 45d, VI. 56da, Sc. 51a);

e.Red-brown and shades (He. 45e, VI.
59d); and

f. Brown-yellow (never issued) (He. 45f, VI.
59A).

These colours describe all the shadings
of the Athens issue stamps. The fact that
the workers did not pay any attention dur-
ing the procedure of diluting and applying
the colour on the plate is the main reason
for the variety of brown shades. That is why
we observe different shades on the same
sheet, or on larger parts of a sheet, since
complete sheets of the 30 lepta do not

The largest
block known to me is a block of 50, from
the left side of the sheet'°.

Although in the Paris issue we can de-
tect only two main shades with some fluc-
tuation of the colour, in the Athens issue we
can notice that under the colour “brown” we
can find up to twelve different shades.

Naltsas!, for example, in his book dis-
tinguishes even more colours in combina-
tion with the quality and the colour of the
paper. These are:

1. Light brown-bistre on cream paper, very
fine print;

2. Olive-brown on light cream paper;

3. Brown, very fine print;

4. Very light brown-bistre;

In the above listing we can see a de-
tailed description of the colours and we can
notice that the colour of the paper is also
emphasised. The colour of the paper plays
a significant part in creating the colour of
the stamp; for example the printing on the
yellowish paper gives a warmer tone on the
stamp. On the other hand the sepia colour
(very dark brown) on cream paper is very
intense and sometimes it is very close to
the brown-black colour. Thus Naltsas’ col-
our-categories have become embedded in
the following broader colour categories:
a.Olive-brown, for Naltsas’ categories 1, 2,
8;

b.Brown, for Naltsas’ categories 3, 11, 14,
15;

c. Brown to deep brown on yellowish paper,
for Naltsas’ categories 7, 13, 16, 18;

d.Very deep brown, for Naltsas’ categories
12,17,

e.Red-brown, for Naltsas’ categories 9,
10;

f. Brown-yellow (never issued), for Naltsas’
categories 4, 5, 6.

Chronologically, the above order of the
colour categories is most likely indicative of
the order in which the stamps were issued,
except the last one (f). It was mentioned be-
fore that the earliest date of the olive-brown
was the 8th of July of 1876 and that of the
red-brown the 19th of July 1876. Conse-
quently, we have the most possible se-
quence of issue of the first 30 lepta stamps.

It looks like the post office of Syra had the
greatest necessity for these stamps, since
it is where the Athens 30 lepta appear
first. Second in the sequence is the p.o.
of Athens, where there should have been
a bigger stock of the Paris stamps. All the
other post offices follow according to their
requirements, with the ones of the lonian
Islands seemingly first on the list.

The date of circulation of the stamps
under categories b, c and d is not yet speci-
fied, although it seems that the brown ones
(Hellas 45b) were third to be issued and the
deep brown ones (Hellas 45d) were last in
line, just before the brown-yellow which
was never issued.

It seems that the stamps of the brown-
yellow issue (Hellas 45f) were never put
into circulation or, if they were, very few
were used as the period during which they
were supposed to be issued was the same
or almost the same with that of the blue 30
lepta stamps (Hellas 60). Therefore they
were either withdrawn or destroyed by the
National Printing House. A small number of
these stamps escaped the destruction and
nowadays are thought to be very rare (fig.
9). The fact that they were to be issued at
the end of this period or were never issued,
does not mean that these stamps were
printed last, since from the few | have seen

to the olive-brown stamps, which are men-
tioned as the first to be printed and bear
the earliest circular date stamp of all the
Athens 30 lepta stamps.

The reasons why it seems to me that
they were first to be printed are as follows:
the line of the rim of the hat is partly broken
(in some samples it is broken), the shad-
ing lines are lightly broken, at least the first
lines close to the ear and in some cases
the end of these lines are sharp, the me-
dallion is almost solid as in the Paris print,
but the eyebrow is always continuous and
curved (as in all Athens samples).

What did happen? My first thought was
that perhaps a worker of the French Print-
ing House accompanied the plates and the
printed sheets from Paris to Athens, some-
thing not mentioned anywhere. If a worker
did come to Greece, did he prepare all the
découpage sheets, but was not accurate in
his job and the result was not the anticipat-
ed one? After an exchange of e-mails with
Louis Fanchini, he assured me that such an
incident never happened, because there is
no evidence that any worker accompanied
the plates and stamps printed to Greece,
from France'2.

What was the reason the stamps were
abandoned?

Is it probably due to their very light col-
our?

A reason good enough for their with-
drawal is their colour, which is a shade
somewhere in-between the colour of the
grey-brown 1 lepton and the grey-bistre 2
lepta stamps of the period. As they were
without CF on the reverse, they might con-
fuse the users.

After they were abandoned in the ware-
house of the National Printing House, the
workers started printing the other 30 lepta
(Hellas 45a-e) for several months. Finally,
after the stock of the brown 30 lepta was
exhausted, it was probably thought best to
place the brown-yellow stamps in circula-
tion, but they were never issued because
the new 30 lepta stamps of the blue colour
were placed in circulation instead.

Ink

Generally, the ink in use is of very bad
quality, as already mentioned. It is either
water-diluted or even flax oil-diluted and
that is a reason that it “brakes”, creat-
ing “islands” of colour and the respective
white areas on the paper of the stamp,
which is porous. We can see this cracking
all over the area of the medallion. Accord-
ingly, when the ink is oil-diluted we can find
stamps with oily printing.

The colour of this issue looks very
similar to that of the 1 lepton stamps and
it might have caused many problems in
recognition (at that time) and this might be
the reason for the change of the colour of
the 1 lepton stamps during the next print-
ing, which became more greyish brown to

Beyond the concentration or the loss
of the colour on the surface of the stamp,
which is corrected in many cases by cover-
ing the white areas left with colour later, we
can see the presence of undiluted colour of
the mixed colours in use.

On the stamp in fig. 10 we can see trac-
es of red colour and some concentration of
brown on the medallion. In front of the nose
of Hermes through the circle of the pearls,
we can see a dark area in the shape of a
capital “C”, which under the microscope is
distinguished as a surplus of brown colour.
There was probably a white area which
was covered by hand by a worker. Under
the microscope it looks like it shines more
where the colour had set. Such repairs
have been noticed before, but in this issue
they must have been done very often. Over
the nostrils we can also see two red to car-
mine-red spots of non-diluted colour.

On another stamp | have noticed a
small spot of yellow colour behind the head
of Hermes.

Paper

There are several qualities of paper (fig.
11) used in this issue. Except for the colour
that varies from off-white / cream to yellow-
ish, we can notice its thickness ranges from
very thin (cigarette paper) and transparent,
to thick paperboard (but not carton), in-
tensely non-transparent and porous.

An assumption is that the paper is of
Greek origin. It looks very similar to that
used for the Small Hermes Head stamps of
the first Athens issue. The paper seems to
be different from the paper of the last LHH
issues and the only similarity is the colour
of the paper.

As it is already stated, Pemberton and
Basel support that there were three print-
ings in this period. The characteristics of
these printings, due to the paper quality,
are the following:

Printing A (September 1876, olive-
brown on cream paper): The earliest date
of issue according to my findings is 8 July
1876. The printing is very fine and even

artistic, and looks like the Paris issue, on
cream paper. The paper is usually thin to
transparent, but of good quality. We can
also find this printing on different qualities
of paper from thin to medium and very thick
paper.

Printing B (1876, olive-brown on yel-
lowish paper): The printing is fine enough.
The colour of the paper is yellowish, a
fact that gives a warmer impression to the
stamp. The paper is very thin and transpar-
ent.

Printing C (1878, deep brown on cream
paper): The paper is thick, even rough.

The attempt to describe these three
printings apparently does not convey that
which today is accepted as the Athens is-
sue of 30 lepta stamps. This is because:

1. Chronologically they do not match up
with today’s data. Printing A must be trans-
ferred to the beginning of July 1876 and fol-
lowed very closely by printing B.

2. As | presume that Printing C is very
late, it does not correspond chronologically
with what is known about the timing of the
Athens issue. This is because in the interim
there were other printings of the issue of
1875-1880 and potentially the first printings
of the issue of 1880 without CF began.

3. The shades which are described are
very few and we can distinguish at least
seven more on different paper. The paper,
on the other hand, is not a factor in dating
the issue, since there was a usage of off-
white/cream and yellowish colour paper on
the olive-brown stamps, as well as in the
red-brown to deep brown samples.

Gum
The gum used (fig. 12) is thin, faintly off-
yellowish or thick and fragile!S. It is noted
that sometimes the poor quality of the gum
is the reason for the oxidised surface of
the stamp that looks like an oily print. This
happens probably due to the thinner used
which must be an oily product (flax oil).

Plate flaws

The general use of the 30 lepta to cov-
er the needs of international mail and the
rather careless, however frequent clean-
ing of the plate, were the reasons for some
of the damages created by the extensive
pressure of the brushes on the printing sur-
face. Other reasons are probably the fall of
other heavy and/or sharp metal objects on
the plate surface.

The short period of use of the 30 lepta
stamps, therefore of the plates themselves,
surely minimised their damages. As a re-
sult, only a handful of plate flaws were re-
corded on the 30 lepta stamps.

During the years, these types of plate
flaws were verified and their positions on
the plate were confirmed. However, similar
flaws are considered either being random,
or caused because of the lack of ink or be-
cause of over-inking or maybe poor clean-
ing of the plate.

Varieties that were discovered from
time to time, as those that Naltsas report-
ed' are the following:

a. Double outer margin, b. Destroyed
(broken) outer margin, c. Coloured spot on
the chic, d. Big white spot on the circle of
the pearls, lower right, e. Upper inscription
without dots between the words, f. In the
lower inscription, three dots before the left
“30”, g. In the lower inscription, two dots af-

Most or more of the above mentioned
cases that are described by Naltsas can be
considered as random, since most of them
are caused by the over-inking (cases with
missing letters or dots between the word-
ing), or the missing of ink on some areas
of the stamp.

Next, | will add a few more varieties, of
which some are recognised as plate flaws
nowadays:

1. Five-leaves on the upper right floret.

2. White line inside the first curve of the
upper right maeander.

3. A second dot after the right “30”.

4. The lower right floret without central
dot. This flaw can exist in one or more flo-
rets at the same time. The most common
case however is the one of the lower right
floret, which appears most of the times and
was observed in more than twenty samples
in my collection.

5. Hairy line starting from the lips and
ends at the frame of the lower right maean-
der.

Apart from the cases described by Nalt-
sas, there are five more plate flaws which
have been identified and their positions re-
corded and verified. Case no. 3 is more no-
ticeable in the ultramarine 30 lepta stamps.
Wherever applicable, the description and
numbering of the Hellas catalogue, pub-
lished by A. Karamitsos auction house is
followed:

1. Plate flaw Hellas 30F5'%.16 (fig. 13a,

b). Left plate of 150, position 15, prolonged
dot on the upper part of the left vertical
antenna of the first M of the word TPAMM
which exceeds to the left. It is quite clear
since the first printings of the olive-brown
stamps all the way to the later ultramarine.
That means that this is a serious plate flaw,
which was not covered by the ink in later
times, but only occasionally. Sometimes
we can observe a small coloured dot in this
extension. In some samples of deep brown
colour, we can see that this extension is
smaller, from half to one third of its normal
length. | assume that in these cases part of
this extension was somehow covered with
colour before the next cleaning of the plate
(I own at least three such copies with the
shorter extension).

2. Plate flaw Hellas 30F7'7 (fig. 14a, b).
Left plate of 150, position 138, small white,
oblique line that connects the letter E, of
the word EAA, with the margin of the inner
frame. This flaw can be observed from the
first printings of the olive-brown 30 lepta,
but it must have been covered with colour
very soon, because it cannot be observed
in brown and sepia copies. | have noticed
that in some copies, | think it is the same
flaw, in the same area occurs a small out-
crop over the letter E and accordingly the
colour of the stamp extends in the white
area of the frame. | did not manage to find
the position for this second variation, but |
think that is the same flaw, either the begin-
ning or a different variation of the flaw.

3. Plate flaw Hellas 30F8 (fig. 15). Left
plate of 150, position 16(?). It is described
by Asimakopulos'® and it is mentioned
above. A very thin slightly oblique line
which starts from the upper Hermes’ lip to
the upper part of the frame of the lower left

maeander. This very thin (hair-) line is not
white, but in the colour of the stamp, and it
looks more like a crease at this point of the
stamp. | assume that it is the same plate
flaw with that of the next issue of the bluish
30 lepta stamps. | noticed this flaw many
times in different brown colour 30 lepta
stamps, but | own only two copies.

4. Plate flaw of position 53, of the left
plate of 150 (fig. 16a, b). The upper part
of the right petal of the lower right floret is
not normal and is connected to the frame
above it with a white dot. This petal ap-
pears as a vertical line instead of the usual
oblique. The lower left petal of the floret is
shorter and the lower right slightly longer
of the other three. Additionally to this flaw,
we can see a white colour niche, in the
area of the lower inscription, immediately
to the right and in the same height of the
word AENMT. But sometimes, in coarse or in
over-inked copies, this niche disappears.
In all samples that | could examine the two
flaws co-exist, although in the sepia cop-
ies the second plate flaw doesn’t show.
On the stamps with these particular flaws,
as well as in the stamp on the entire letter
(fig. 16b) they appear together. According
to Asimakopulos'® the plate flaw occurs in
position 53 with no plate side. The posi-
tion of the flaw is verified from a big block
of 50 stamps which was auctioned by D.
Feldman in 2005 (The Collection V, lot no.
10181, fig. 26). It also occurs in a block of
18 brown-red 30 lepta stamps sold by the
same auction house (D. Feldman Collectio
VI, lot no. 10157, fig. 27). This plate flaw oc-
curs in a Paris print 30 lepta stamp, but the
difference is that the white spot is not so
big and the petal doesn’t reach the upper
frameline and stops a bit short. It can be
considered either the same or a variation
of the same plate flaw.

5. Upper right five-leaf floret, position
76, of the left plate of 150 (fig. 17a, b). The
plate flaw of “the five-leaf floret” occurs in
position 76 in the form of a small capital
(Y). The upper part of the letter appears
even white or filled with colour. In one of the
two stamps in my collection, also occurs a
small horizontal white line in the middle of
the first curve of the upper right maeander,
but | think that it is not a characteristic of
the plate flaw. The flaw occurs in the block
of 50 stamps which was auctioned by D.
Feldman in 2005.

Besides the three earlier recorded plate
flaws (cases 1-3) which were described
above, plus the two newly verified flaws
(cases 4-5) as described above where
their positions were verified for first time,
although case 4 was first described by
Asimakopulos (as was afore mentioned),
there are very strong indications that the
following variations are serious damages
of the plate which means that more exten-
sive study is needed of the large blocks of
this period that have survived to date.

6. Three dots after the word AENT
(fig. 18). This plate flaw is also described
by Asimakopoulos2, with the three dots
accompanied with another dot, of bigger
dimensions, on the lines of the nape. In
the case of the stamp in my possession
the upper dot was either covered partially
with colour or we are facing another similar
plate flaw. In the next printings, because of
over-inking the flaw was lost and appears
later, during the ultramarine samples of the
period 1882. The two plate flaws, that of
Asimakopulos and the one described here,
might be two different plate flaws.

7. Second dot after the right 30, posi-
tion between 1-10 L or R (fig. 19). This sec-
ond dot appears very often in this position
and it is smaller than the normal one. It is
not verified if it is a permanent damage of
the plate or if it appeared in an early period
and it was covered afterwards by colour
and did not occur again, but | have only
seen olive-brown and red-brown samples

with this flaw. Similar dots occur in other
places in the inscription areas, but they
are occasional and appear in all 30 lepta
stamps. This plate flaw is mentioned by
Naltsas too.

8. The lower right floret without cen-
tral dot (fig. 20). This flaw occurs in more
than one position of the right marginal
stamps (unknown if they come from the left
or the right sheet). On the lower right floret,
as in some cases on the other florets, but
especially on the lower right, probably be-
cause of over-inking, the central dot of the
floret is fully or partially missing. The sam-
ple in the photo comes from position 10.

9. Incomplete right outer frame-line
(fig. 21), position 141-150. This plate flaw
occurs in one of these positions with the
lower right floret without central dot. Addi-
tionally the lower right outer frame of the
stamp is broken in some places and there
is an indentation on the level of the upper
right petal of the lower right floret. The bor-
der-frame-line of the plate seems to con-
verge above, a fact that makes the stamp
a corner stamp and especially of position
150. A very strange phenomenon in this
case is that the vertical line of the border-
frame-line overlaps with the outer frame-
line of the stamp.

10. Broken outer left frame-line close
to the top (fig. 22). The stamp comes from
an upper marginal position (pos. 1-10).
The outer frame is broken on the lower
horizontal line of the upper left floret. On
the plate and during its cleaning, after the
end of the printing of the brown 30 lepta
stamps or during the printing of the ultra-
marine 30 lepta stamps, of the next period
(1882-1886) more damages occured, like
in the positions 1 and 10 of the right plate
(left sheet) and in positions 8, 9, 16 and 20
of the left plate (right sheet).

A more detailed work of the plates is
necessary, the kind of research that might
ascertain even more permanent damages
and the detection of more plate flaws in
more single stamps.

Use of the 30 lepta stamps

The 30 lepta stamps, as it has already
been mentioned were in use for mailing
first weight E(ntire) L(etter)s abroad, as
the 60 lepta were used for registered mail.
Fortunately, many ELs destined for differ-
ent European countries and America have
survived.

Sometimes, we can find pairs or even
larger sections of these stamps on ELs in-
stead of the 60 lepta, when there were not
enough of the latter stamps in the post of-
fices.

Their usage is similar to that of the single
30 lepta stamps, but for double or multiple
weight of a letter or parcel. It is quite rare to
find bigger pieces, like strips of three (fig.
23) or four, or even bigger blocks. The larg-
est known block, until now, is a block of 50,
positions 51-100, which was auctioned not
long ago abroad, where the stamps were
cancelled by the Alexandria postmark, and

analytically describes them in his study of
the Greek stamps (fig. 25). These forged
stamps appear to be quite similar to the
genuine ones, considering the bad printing
quality of the latter, and that is a good rea-
son why the collector is duped. The forgers
that created such stamps were Fournier
and Alisafi, but we also can find forgeries
of the Genoa A and B type.

In lieu of an epilogue

The study of this issue was always very
difficult, because of the short printing time,
short use of the plates and the lack of the
control figures.

The very short period of the use of the
plates, which is estimated at around one
and a half years, did not bring about much
damage, permanent or temporary. Damage
which appears in the subsequent period of
the use of these plates can easily be attrib-
uted to the period after the first use and the
careless cleaning procedure by the work-
ers. Some plate flaws that appear on the
stamps of the first period of use | believe
derive from the creation of the plates - be-
cause even the galvano has flaws; these
maybe found in the Paris print stamps too,
if someone will form a study on this issue.
Alternatively they may be attributed to the
bad use of the plates, especially in the case
of flaws that appear very early on.

Aside from this, the absence of the
control figures, which are in use in all other
values during the previous periods and the
parallel period (1861-1880), makes it very
difficult to detect the position of certain
stamps on the sheet, having in mind that no
whole sheet exists today. It is very strange
that although the control figures are used
normally all over this period with the other
older values, they were never used even
provisionally on the 30 lepta issue.

THE EARLIER DATE OF
CANCELLATION OF THE
ATHENEAN 30 LEPTA LHH

by Theofilos Salonidis

On 15t July 1875, the Greek Government
joined the U.P.U. (Universal Post Union). For
this reason the need for issuing new postage
arose, based on the exchange rates of the time
amounted to 30 and 60 lepta for simple and
registered letters respectively.

So, having the previous experience and data
for fast production, the Greek Government ap-
pealed once again to the engraver of the previ-
ous printing plates of the Large Hermes Head,
Désiré-Albert Barre. The project was the pro-
duction of printing plates and the first order for
150,000 stamps of each value. A characteristic
of these stamps is that they were delivered
to the Greek post office as essays and not as
common stamps, this is based on the correspon-
dence that followed their arrival in Greece'.
150,000 stamps from each of the two values
were delivered on April 19™ in 1876, to Mr. N.
Delgianni. The stamps were put into circulation
almost immediately, due to the high demand of
the post offices for the new values. The earliest
recorded release dates are the 6 and 18™ May
of the year 1876 for the 30 and 60 lepta stamps
respectively.

But when did the production of the respec-
tive stamps begin in the National Printing Office
in Athens? From mid to late 1876, many print-
ings of the 1875-1880 issue of the LHH were
made. The printings R of the 5 lepta, K of the 10
lepta, T and U of the 20 lepta and the P of the
40 lepta are well known. The printings A of the
30 lepta, which was followed by the printing B
at the end of the same year, might have started
sometime between all these printings

The date of the beginning of the printing
of 30 lepta stamps in Athens is unknown until
today. The earlier known date of use from the
post offices is in late July 1876. The earliest
date known, until today, recorded by Naltsas,?

my possession.

Very recently, | was lucky enough to buy
the stamp of fig. 2. The cancellation is from
the post office of the island of Syros, the
name of which is not preserved, but the first
numeral of the Office, i.e. the digit ‘6’ of the
‘67, is preserved. Very partially distinguish-
able is the left part of the horizontal line of
the second digit, the ‘7' and given the dis-
tance of the right parenthesis, | assume that
the number is two-digit and supports my
point of view.

The date of the cancellation is Saturday
8 JULY (18)76, , which means that the stamp
was edited 23 days before the earlier date
of release of the Athenian 30 lepta issue.

It is unknown why the Athenian 30 lepta
stamps were in circulation at the same time
as the Paris issue ones were still on sale.
There are many samples with cancellation in
July and even much later dates (fig. 3). One
reason is probably that some post offices
had a great deal of international mail, some-
thing that is known about the Syros Post Of-
fice due to the large number of letters from
the island to Europe and other destinations.

The way to distinguish that the date
stamp is of a single and not of a two-digit
date, is the comparison of the same date
(month) and day. So in fig. 4 we see how
the odd date-digit aligns and how the dou-
ble date-digit does. The single one is in the
middle of the letters ‘O’ and 'Y’ of the Greek
word “IOYA(0¢)» which means July, while in
the case of the two-digit date they are lo-
cated above the letters ‘O’ and 'Y’ respec-
tively.

So, today we are witnessing another
even earlier release date of the Athenian
30 lepta stamps. Probably over the years to
come some earlier chronological cancellation
will be found. This case might give the op-
portunity to other collectors to seek, among
the 30 lepta stamps in their collections, even
earlier dates of cancellation.

We already know that the printing
plates of the 1876 30 lepta and 60 lepta
stamps were not single, like the previous
ones manufactured in 1861, but double,
producing 300 instead of 150 copies on a
double-size paper sheet.

Since we continuously search for plate
flaws which appeared even during the mak-
ing of the plates, or during their use in the
following years, and because the printing
plates were not in common view, the place-
ment of the flaws in the right positions of
the plate was always a difficult task.

During the years many researchers
tried to position such plate flaws of the Ath-
ens issues of the 30 lepta stamps of the
1876-1878 and 1882 printings. These po-
sitions sometimes were clearly identified,
sometimes were close enough.

In Philotelia no. 716/2019, pp. 175-176,
the writer published the plate flaws of the
Athens 30 lepta of the 1876-1878 issue,
which still existed in the following issue of
the ultramarine 30 lepta of 1882.

Next to my request to the Philatelic and
Postal Museum in Athens, | received the
photos of the right half sheet of a brown
30 lepta and the left half sheet of the ultra-
marine 30 lepta stamps of the two Athens
issues. Additionally, | received the photos
of the two plates that also existed in the
Museum.

After examining the two halves of the
sheet of 300 stamps, | noticed that previ-
ous notable reserchers, N. Asimakopoulos,
N. Garilidis and M. Kaitatzidis, including

myself, were victims of the non-
existence of a whole sheet of
300 stamps of these two Athe-
nian issues.

After examining the two-
halves of the sheet | realised
that the plate flaw 30F5 (accord-
ing to Hellas catalogue) with the
elongated white spot on the up-
per left part of the first “M” of the
word “T'PAMM” is not placed as
earlier thought in position 15L,

but in position 15R, i.e. the position was
correct, the sheet was wrong.

position 16L (30F8 according to Hellas cata-
logue) should be corrected to 16R. N. Asi-
makopoulos mentions a block of six brown
30 lepta which was auctioned in Switzerland
(Philotelia 1984, p. 74) in which plate flaws
30F5 ka1 30F8 existed together.

The same must be mentioned for the po-
sitioning of the plate flaw with the “two white
oblique and parallel lines which start from the
upper left floret” which was supposed to be
the 1L, (30F 1 according to Hellas catalogue).
This plate flaw, after observing the left half-
plate (right side of the printed sheet) must be
set in the 1R on the sheet, because it is seen
in the 10th place of the right printing plate.

FOUR NEW 30 LEPTA
PLATE FLAWS

by Theofilos Salonidis

While | was studying a big block of 50 stamps
of the right part of the sheet, which derives
from the collection of L. Fanchini, for which |
feel honoured he sent me a photo helping me
in my study of the 30L LHH stamps, as well as
the photographic archive of the Philatelic and
Postal Museum (PPM) of Athens, | discovered
that some of the today known plate flaws were
faulty distinguished. These plate flaws are of
the previously known positions 1L, 15L and 16L,
which next to my new study, was registered
that belong to the positions 1R, 15E and 16R.
However, even in the dispute or the hunt of the
plate flaws, we can find indications or elements
which may signify some certain position on the
sheet. Having this in mind, | located four more
elements that indicate specified positions of
30L stamps on the sheet.

The first of these flaws is a white dot located
near the lowest part of the circle of the pearls,
in the semicircle that characterises the lower
left corner of the stamp (fig. 1). This white dot
was first located on the block of 50 imprimatur
(sheet of stamps printed before the final print-
ing of the stamps to be set for sale, on which
the printer was checking any mistakes of the

plate to be corrected). Next, it was located on
the plate of the 300 imprints and finally on the
half sheet of the brown 30L of 1876-1878. This
white dot is located between the 11" and 12%
pearl of the lower left part of the circle. Know-
ing that the block of 50 30L stamps belongs to
the right sheet of the imprimatur, because I had
located another plate flaw which was published
earlier this year in another philatelic magazine, |
tried to locate this new flaw in this sheet. Hav-
ing the photo of the same sheet from the PPM, |
found out that it is the position 66 of the right
sheet, or as it is written in philatelic literature,
position 66R.

A further study of the plate gave another
position with a flaw, the position 70 of the
right sheet. On this position, the lower right
corner of the outer frame is rounded instead of
a 90° corner (fig. 2). The vertical line of the out-
er frame of the stamp just before creates the
rounded corner, forms a small projection to the
right and after that connects to the horizontal
part of the frame. This could be considered as
a recognition characteristic of the position and
maybe not a plate flaw, since it is found from
the imprimatur through to the Athenian brown
30L stamps. Although | have not yet found in
the ultramarine of the 1882 issue, there is al-
ways a hope that some collector will find a copy
of this position among the ultramarine stamps.
The position of this flaw is the 70R.

The third plate flaw | located, which is the
characteristic of this position, is a small brake

This plate flaw can be traced on the
brown of the 1876-1877 issue, as well as
on the 30 lepta ultramarine of the 1882 is-
sue. It is a white dot, many times covered
with colour. Since it is found in two follow-
ing issues, although timely far enough, it
could be considered as a constant flaw and
not a flaw that can be removed with time or
after the cleaning of the plate.

Lately, after a conversation with Louis
Fanchini, he sent me photos of a part of his
collection of 30 lepta stamps and among
the rest there was a photo of a block of 50
of imprimatur. This block is one of the right
half sheets. On it | found the same flaw on
the 9th position horizontally.

This block of 50 itself, even a marginal
copy, could not alone give us the exact po-
sition of the plate flaw. However, after the
intensive study of a picture of the left part
of the plate, which is in the Philatelic and
Post Museum in Athens, | found that this
is the position 79R. The same conclusion
was drawn by examining the right half of
a sheet of brown 30L from the same Mu-
seum.

Inferentially, this plate flaw exists from
the beginning of the creation of the plate
of 300 stamps; nor Barre, nor any work-
ers of the printer’'s house (J. Claye & Co)
noticed this flaw on the imprimatur sheets.
Although | did not find a Paris copy with this
flaw, but we believe that it is a matter of
time to find one, so the circle of all issues
(1876 Paris, 1876-1877 and 1882 Athens)

In the issue 716 of the year 2019,
page 147 of the “Philoteleia” magazine,
in the third part of my article about the
30lepta issued in Athens in the years
1876-1877, which issue followed that of
the Paris issue, | described the plate flaw
which was described with success by Mr. N.
Asimakopoulos and Mr. N. Garilidis.

This plate flaw id ascertained that
appears in the position 53 of the left plate.

Some time ago, trying to find this
plate flaw in more stamps of the Athenian
issue, | found a Paris print
stamp with almost the
same features. There is
only a small difference.
The upper right petal of
the lower right floret does
not touch the upper white
border.

Very recently | bought another Paris
print 301. which bears the same plate flaw.
Here the plate flaw presents
more clearly (fig. 2). The upper
right petal of the floret is thicker,
more robust, upturning, but not
touching the upper line of the
frame.

The basic question is the
following: do these two pieces
derive from the same position
with the Athenian plate flaw,
i.e. position 53, Left plate? |
dare say with some certainty
that they come from the same
position because all the features
described are basically the same.
The only and main difference is
the white spot that appears on
the Athenian pieces, because of
a local damage of the plate.

This plate flaw is considered
as a primary plate flaw, since we
found it in the Paris issue and keep going
through the first Athenian issue until the
final issue of the ultramarine 30l. issue.
Another possible main difference between
the Paris and the Athenianissues except the
white spot on the petal, is the deformation
of the lower inscription frame line. (gik. 3).

Having in mind more than two
30L stamps in my collection with a
possible plate flaw, first reported by
F. Drakopoulos, | did a little research
on these posts and those previously
recorded. This error was first reported
by F. Drakopoulos in Philotaia issue 471
(1978, pages 115-118).

Drakopoulos incorrectly refers to a
possible cracking or a breaking of one
of the plates. Another thinking is that
a foreign long and quite thick object
interferes at the printing procedure.
This object should logically be as large
and as long to cover the 10 positions of
one plate; that is what is shown in the
photos 7-9 of Philotelia by Drakopoulos.
Drakopoulos suggests that the line
(or cracking of the plate) starts rather
from the photo 9. Passing through the
position of the photo 7 ends at hat of the
photo 8 or vice versa. Vasdekis added
to this suggestion two more positions.
To all this | have to add three or more
positions, some in my collection and
some from different auctions (fig.3).

Starting with fig. 1 of the text, we

below parallel to the first line and
crosses again the left corner starting
from the left meander and stopping at
the bottom of its left wing of the hat.
Between this and the next line there will
have to be another line, the supposed
course of which is from the circle of
pearls crossing across the right wing of
the hat ending in the area of the right
meander at its penultimate meander’s
curve.

Most likely these lines cross the
stamps of 8 or more positions, since in
the photo from Auction 675 (Lot 00198)
the line crosses as said above, above the
petasus and with a second parallel line
about 2 mm lower (position 1, fig.4). In
the next photo (of Drakopoulos) we see
that the line crosses the head of Hermes
exits high on the forehead (Drak. fig.9-
position 2).

The left half is of ultramarine color
and the corresponding right is of dark
brown colour. Studying the plates, as
well as the two half sheets, | did not
detect any error of this kind, nor did |
detect any repair of the plates at any
point, as extensive as this error shows.

kind of thread comes from the fact that
it was widespread used at the time for
tying packages and when we consider
various stamps of that time the folded
surface (stamp creases) is about the same
thickness as this line. So when the line on
the stamps became apparent the workers
cleaned the plates removing the thread
and this random error did not appear in any
later copies.

A QUICK VIEW OF THE
FIRST DAYS OF CIRCULATION
OF THE BLUE
30 LEPTA STAMPS

by Theofilos Salonidis

For one more time | come back to the 30
lepta stamps, but this time to the blue ones
of the years 1882-1886. Reading the cata-
logues and the studies-articles, | noticed that
the different shades of these stamps show
big divergence between the first dates of
circulation. That divergence has already
been proved wrong in the case of the brown
(1876-1877) 30lepta stamps.

The copies | own, although of small
number, are rich in recognizable handstamps,
with clear dates and city names of issue.
The fluctuation of the dates on these hand-
stamps varies from May 1882 to 1884, al-
though | noticed in auctions that the stamps
are valid up to 1888 (sich

Among the 80 copies in my collection, |
distinguished two stamps because of their
handstamp. The dates | collected vary from
some days to six months from the dates
which are known today.

Once more, the background of the issue-
dates was in question. The first dates of cir-
culation distinguished in my collection are
the following:

1. The first date of circulation of the slate
blue (Hellas 60b, Scott 57a) (fig. 1) until today
was 28.11.1882. This date is very late for this
stamp, since in my collection there is a stamp
of the same colour, with the date ATHENS (1)
27 MAY (18)82. The year of the cancelation
is without doubt very clear. The first date of
circulation of this shade (slate blue) is now re-
duced by six (6) months and one (1) day. The
earlier date which was adopted by the previ-
ous researchers, seemed in any case that it
was very late, according to the other three
shades, and ridiculous. However, today is cer-
tified what was said about the red-brown
30lepta stamps of the years 1876-1877, “this
shade could not be so late in respect to the
other shades’.

reduced by 8 days and now after the cancel-
lation on the stamp in my possession is AM-
FISSA (46) 18 MAY (18)82. The year on this
handstamp is also very clear.

Once more, the study and listing of the
handstamps on the LHH surprised us. Once
more, the handstamps change the up to date
data. Once more, they give the motivation
for a closer and more intense search of the
handstamps for a better understanding and
listing of the earlier dates on them.

ADDITIONAL NOTES ON A
PLATE FLAW ON THE 30 LEPTA
STAMPS OF THE 1882 PERIOD

by Theofilos Salonidis

Recording the known 30 Lepta stamps of the
color change of 1882 and separating those that
are known as plate errors™ 2 (positions 8, 9, 10,
15, 16, 20, 53, 76 and 138), | noticed four copies
of my collection of particular interest. Specifi-
cally, comparing these four copies of different
shades (grey-blue and dark grey-blue / #60a
and #60b in Hellas catalogue), | found that there
are common elements in four points. Starting
from top to bottom and from left to right, we
have the following common elements:

1. Under the curve of the letter “P" of the
word “TPAMM” there is a small white line per-
plexing in the letter curve (fig. 1a).

2. A slick of color in the second outward in-
flection of the left upper meander, in the mid-
dle of its length (fig. 1b).

3. An elongated oblique bleaching, approxi-
mately 1 mm, between the left dot and the
left “30". This bleaching looks like it starts from
the dot and is directed towards the horizontal
counter of “3" (fig. 1cC).

4. An elongated oblique bleaching between
the third dot and the right “30". This bleach-
ing is like mirroring the previous one and tilts
slightly above the dot to the open curve of 3"
(fig. 1d).

Of course, with the lack of a sheet of these
30lepta, as in the case of the earlier 1876-1877
30lepta, it is quite difficult to very difficult to
pinpoint the exact location of any plate error
that occurs, but the well-known collector and
researcher N. Garilidis managed to pinpoint the
exact position of this plate flaw, which is the
position 25 of the left palte.

It is obvious that the last issues or printings
of the LHH, whenever they were printed or is-
sued, still hide new challenges and data not yet
found. We still have to check the pieces we have
in our collections for these new challenges.

This plate flaw, regarding the handstamps
of the 5 stamps which we can see in this article
(figures 1-5), is spread in many POs. The POs that
are known from today'’s article or the literature
are the following: ATHENS (A©HNAID, PIRAEUS
(MEIPAIEYZ), VOLOS (BQANOL), ZAKYNTHOS (ZA-
KYNGOOZ), CORFU (KEPKYPA) and probably many
more.

During the NOTOS 2021 exhibition in
Athens, two 30 lepta stamps were exhib-
ited with the presumption of a possible de-
piction of plate flaws. While studying the
photos of the 30 I. plates at the Philatelic
and Postal Museum in Athens plus some
LHH Athens 30 I. large blocks, | found out
the those potential plate flaws previously
mentioned were in fact unrecorded plate
flaws, as they are repeatedly observed
throughout the various issues.

The first plate flaw is located on the
right part of the sheet, in position 104 of
the left plate, which has the most damage
for some unidentified reasons, i.e., position
107 of the sheet (107R). This plate flaw ap-
pears on the upper right petal of the lower
left floret, which connects the floret with the
upper border of the coloured square. The

The second plate flaw was found in po-
sition 128 (128L) of the left part of the sheet
or position 123 on the right plate. A dent
which goes through the inner frame-line
(at lower left) and the border of the lower
inscription (at upper left) appears in this po-
sition. The plate flaw is first evident in the
1876-1877 Athens 30 I. and continues to
the next issue of the ultramarine 30 I. The
plate flaw seems that has faded in the later
issue because the incision was filled with
colour and looks like a thin white line.

In 2003, M. Tsipidis announced? a plate
flaw of the last issue of ultramarine 30 I.
While checking the brown 30 I. in my col-
lection, | did not find any stamp with this
plate flaw, giving credit to the result of N.
Asimakopulos and M. Tsipidis. This plate
flaw consists of five small parallel white
lines in the area of the right dot of the up-
per inscription. Two of these lines are over
the dot, another two under the dot and one
intersects the dot almost through the mid-
dle. The flaw appears in position 28 on the
right sheet (28R) or position 23 on the left
printing plate.

The finding of new plate flaws on the
Athens 30 lepta continues. The plates, al-
though used considerably less compared
to the ones of 1861, seemed to have “suf-
fered” a lot. Their double size and much
larger weight is perhaps a major factor for
their multiple damages due to presumed
improper handling and careless storage.
